	Performance Criteria – Technique

	· Prepares self (PPE) and patient

	· Complies with aseptic technique

	· Identifies the appropriate method of collection

	· Demonstrates correct venepuncture technique

	· Collects blood in correct order of draw

	· Observes for potential side effects during venepuncture

	· Successful venepuncture
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
