Storage 

Store at room temperature, below 30°C 

Dose 

Prevention of uterine atony and postpartum haemorrhage following caesarean section 

IV: 

100 micrograms as a single dose following delivery of the infant(s) 

May be administered before or after delivery of the placenta.  

In patients who do not respond to a single dose of carbetocin, further bolus dosing is not 

recommended and alternative uterotonic agents should be utilised.
