Phytomenadione (Vitamin K)

Reduce risk of haemorrhage in neonates of whose mothers take enzyme-inducing
antiepileptic medications:

There is currently insufficient evidence to support or refute the use of Vitamin K for this
indication. It is recommended to seek further advice from a haematologist if required.

Oral

Can be taken without regard to food. Ampoules may be administered orally (ampoules are
shard-proof).
