Country patients should contact their nearest
Patient Assisted Transport Scheme (PATS) office
as soon as they receive an appointment from
KEMH to help with the costs of transport and
accommodation.

Please do not arrive at the clinic until 15 minutes
before your appointment time, which could take
approximately three hours or longer if you also
need to visit a Pre-Admission Clinic after your
appointment.

All country patients and patients whose
surgery is booked for the week following their
appointment will be asked to stay for the
Pre-Admission Clinic, which starts at 1.00pm.
